1. MEASURE THE DISTANCE FROM THE EAVE WHERE THE SNO BARRICADE® MEMBRANE
BRACKET IS TO BE INSTALLED, PLACE ON THE MEMBRANE ROOF SYSTEM AND MARK
EACH OF THE (8) HOLES ON THE BASE PLATE.

2. REMOVE SNO BARRICADE® MEMBRANE BRACKET AND CORE OUT THE ROOFING
MATERIAL EXPOSING THE ROOF DECK AT THE LOCATIONS PREVIOUSLY MARKED

INSULATION 3. MEASURE AND CUT THE FERRULES SO THAT BOTTOM REST ON THE ROOF DECK AND
(BY GC/OTHERS) THE TOP MATCHES THE HEIGHT TO THE TOP OF THE MEMBRANE ROOF.

4. PLACE THE SNO BARRICADE® MEMBRANE BRACKET ON TOP OF THE FINISHED

MEMBRANE ROOF SYSTEM SO THAT IT REST ABOVE THE INSTALLED FERRULES.
